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When we were in northeast 

India, we traveled over a 

small mountain that was a 

sacred place for pagan wor-

shippers. We came upon a 

large group of people, 

dressed in their finest, on 

the way up the mountain to 

worship it. 

In Israel’s day, the Hebrews 

could see the popular pagan 

worship sites on the hilltops. 

Palestine was overrun with 

shrines where a person 

could go to buy “help” for 

different fears or ailments. 

But the false gods they wor-

shipped on these high places 

gave empty promises and in 

the end, disappointment. 

Where does my help come 

from? Certainly not from 

the hills - my help is from 

the living God, the Maker of 

heaven and earth! We are 

called to worship the Crea-

tor, not the creation. 

We cannot make the mis-

take of believing that once 

we are saved we will not 

have troubles. Rather,  God 

gives us protection from 

evil, He keeps  our soul and 

guards us in  our ways, for-

ever. 

The One True God really 

does want to help us. When 

we believe, we are given the 

the Helper, the Holy Spirit. 

(John 14:16-27) He quickly 

comes to our aid when we 

call out for help. He is con-

cerned about even our 

smallest of needs and longs 

for us to cry out to Him for 

help. Look up!
