I read something re-
cently by author Max 
Lucado that has really 
caused me to think.  

―While I was driving to 
my office this morning,‖ 
Lucado writes, ―my eye 
saw a traffic light. The 
sensors within my eye 
perceived that the color 
of the light was red. My 
brain checked my mem-
ory bank and an-
nounced the meaning of 
a red light to my right 
foot. My right foot re-
sponded by leaving the 
accelerator and pressing 
the brake. 

Now what if my body 
hadn‘t functioned prop-
erly? What if my eye 
had decided not to be a 
part of the body be-
cause the nose had hurt 
its feelings? Or what if 
the foot was tired of be-
ing bossed around and 
decided to press the gas 
pedal instead of the 
brake? Or what if the 
right foot was in pain, 
but too proud to tell the 
left foot, so the left foot 
didn‘t know to step in 
and help? In all in-
stances, a wreck would 
occur.‖ 

What a perfect picture 

this is of what can hap-
pen when all the parts 
of the body of Christ 
fail to work together! 
The scriptures teach us 
very clearly (Romans, 
1 Corinthians & Ephe-
sians) that, though the 
body is one, it is made 
up of many parts. And 
though some parts may 
be ―higher profile‖ than 
others, it does not 
mean that they are 
more important or even 
more necessary than 
the rest. Fingers, eyes, 
lungs, heart, feet, 
brain… we need all of 
these ―members‖ and 
so many more to func-
tion properly. 

And this is the way the 
Lord wants it to be in 
our church body. Our 
pastors bring us the 
Word and minister in 
countless other ways; 
we have those who 
lead us in worship, 
some dear ones are 
servants in the kitchen, 
others handle the ad-
ministrative burdens of 
our ―body‖. Perhaps 
some of the most im-
portant are those 
―hearts‖ who are faith-
ful and diligent in 
prayer. Fill in the 

blanks for yourself- the 
healthy body has so 
much going on. 

How do you fit into this? 
For years, it has pained 
me to see so many be-
ing merely spectators, 
waiting for ―someone 
else‖ to carry the load – 
by doing this, are we 
forcing a nose to try to 
see, or a foot to wash 
the dishes? 

We all have a part we 
can play in ―our‖ 
church, this part of 
Christ‘s body, to keep it 
healthy. Where is your 
heart? The nursery? 
Sunday School? 
Grounds care? Being a 
greeter? Visiting the 
sick? Repairing a fau-
cet? 

There is a place for 
your gifts in Christ‘s 
church. Pray, see how 
the Lord would lead 
you, and step forward 
into action. We all need 
each other. This is our 
church body – let‘s all 
work to keep it healthy, 
vibrant, and strong.
