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It really was a lovely Gift. 
The package wasn’t so spe-
cial, but the Gift itself was 
extraordinary. It fit the occa-
sion perfectly. It didn’t look 
flashy, it didn’t draw atten-
tion to itself. But it would 
enable the receiver to be 
incredibly useful in his work. 

The Giver had considered 
long and hard before choos-
ing the Gift. He looked at 
the Receivers background, 
abilities, personality. He 
judged the perfect size and 
shape, and even evaluated 
the long-term results of the 
Gift. And then he packaged 
it up and shipped it special 
delivery. 

There was one caveat with 
the Gift. It wasn’t to be used 
only to benefit the Receiver. 
In order to find it’s full value, 
it had to be used for others. 
If used selfishly, it would 
soon degenerate and lose 
its value. But used properly, 
it would last a life-time. 

Now there are two possible 
endings for this little par-
able.  

1) Thankfully, the Giver had 
judged the heart of the Re-
ceiver accurately. When he 
received the package, the 
Receiver acknowledged the 
Gift, and immediately put it 
on. He recognized the pur-
pose of this wonderful Gift, 
and began to use it to bene-
fit those around him. And 
the Gift continued to grow 
into a beautiful rendition of 
the heart of the Giver. The 
end result was that every-

one was blessed with the 
gift, and the Giver was hon-
ored for his wisdom and 
provision. 

2) The Receiver opened the 
Gift and marveled at its 
beauty and fit. He put it on 
and began to enjoy its 
benefits. But his heart was 
not pure, and he began to 
use the Gift to acquire 
power and prestige. The 
Gift, once so beautiful, be-
gan to fade in color and lose 
its vitality. It became a divi-
sive and destructive Gift, 
and the result was that the 
name of the Giver was ridi-
culed by the masses. 

Now perhaps you recognize 
this parable. If you have 
been in our worship gather-
ings the last few weeks, you 
know we have been dis-
cussing Spiritual Gifts. 
(Those messages are avail-
able at grenadaberean.org) 
The beauty and extraordi-
nary fit of the gifts God has 
given us is phenomenal. 
Each member of the body of 
Christ is gifted personally 
and specifically by the Spirit 
of God Himself.  When 
properly used, the gift 
adorns a beautiful saint. 
And it enables that beautiful 
saint to fulfill a function that 
only he can fulfill. But when 
improperly used, the gift 
quickly becomes an issue of 
pride and prestige. 

The Apostle Paul is ad-
dressing this very issue in 1 
Corinthians 12-14. Some of 
the gifts of the Spirit were 

being used for selfish rea-
sons, used to enhance the 
stature and prestige of the 
receiver. But that is not the 
intention of the Giver. God 
gave the gifts to benefit the 
whole body, to enable each 
believer to be a constructive 
agent in building the Tem-
ple of the Lord. But many in 
Corinth were misusing the 
wonderful gifts from the 
Lord.  

And so Paul (directed by 
the Holy Spirit) inserted 1 
Corinthians 13 right into the 
middle of the discussion. 
Gifts are wonderful. They 
are to be sought, but for the 
edification of the whole 
body, not just self.  

Love means seeking the 
best for the OTHER person. 
The correct motivation for 
using a spiritual gift is love. 
It means that I will always 
use my gift for others, not 
for myself. 

And every gift that is given 
by the Holy Spirit can be 
used in love. When they 
are, the whole body is 
benefited. But when used 
improperly, with a wrong 
motive, the gift quickly be-
comes an ornament rather 
than a tool. 

Only the Lord and I know 
my heart. Only the Lord and 
l know my motivations. But 
someday the true motives 
of my heart will be revealed. 
I hope that God will be hon-
ored through the gifts He 
has given. 
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“If I speak in 
the tongues of 

men and of an-
gels, but have 
not love, I am 

only  a re-
sounding gong 

or a clanging      
cymbal.”
