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There are many meta-
phors in the Scriptures 
for this awesome privi-
lege. We looked at abid-
ing in Christ (John 15) 
the last Sunday of Au-
gust. (hear this message at   

www.grenadaberean.org ). 

Jesus spoke of eternal 
life as a present posses-
sion of those who hear 
His word and believe the 
Father.  Paul encourages 
us to be filled with the 
Spirit and to pray con-
tinually. God Himself in-
vites us to be reconciled 
to Him. All those con-
cepts are really pointing 
to various aspects of the 
same truth: the Good 
News that through Je-
sus, God has been rec-
onciled to us, and we 
can be reconciled to 
God. 

People need to hear that 
good news! They need to 
know that they can be 
made right with God. 
They need to experience 
His peace in the midst of 
troubling times. They 
need to know His for-
giveness. They need His 
grace to cope with the 
emotional ups and 
downs of this life. 

People right around us 
are dying. People are 
giving up on life. Some 
are desperate, seeing no 

hope. And we have the 
answer! God has given 
us the privilege, and re-
sponsibility, to witness 
to what we have found 
to be true. 

It is so important for us 
to walk with God, to 
abide in Christ, to ex-
perience the filling of His 
Spirit. Those around us 
need to see, in us, what 
a living relationship with 
the living God is all 
about. They need to see 
in us grace extended to 
others. They need to 
see, not religion, but 
Christians walking in 
love with each other. 
They need to see God in 
action in us before they 
will believe our words. 

We cannot afford to con-
tinue on as we always 
have. We must forgive 
each other. We must 
love each other, and be 
at peace with one an-
other. We cannot pre-
tend to be right with God 
and not be right with 
each other. We cannot 
pretend to believe the 
Word of God if it doesn’t 
change our behavior. 

They world is dying to 
see the life of God in us. 
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LIVING RIGHT 

NOW 

I was reminded again 
today of the urgency of 
the Gospel.  

It’s not just about going 
to heaven someday. The 
good news Jesus came 
to bring was news that 
God is giving us access 
to His kingdom. That ac-
cess would be through 
the Son, Jesus Himself, 
as He became the sacri-
ficial Lamb of God. He 
paid the penalty for sin 
so that sin could be re-
moved from us, and that 
His righteousness could 
be applied to us so that 
we could live in a rela-
tionship with the Living 
God. 

That’s the good news!  

That good news isn’t just 
about us going to 
heaven when we die. It’s 
about us living with God 
right now. In this life, in 
these bodies, in the 
towns and neighbor-
hoods where we live.  

We get to live with God! 
We get to abide with 
Christ. We can have the 
peace of God ruling in 
our hearts right now. 
Sinners can know that 
sin is completely for-
given.
